Self-Contained Residential Campus

Library

NITS Library is an active member of
INDEST Consortium through which online full-text journals can be accessed. The Library is also
a member of ACL (American Centre Library) for an inter-library loan as was resource sharing a
purpose. In addition to that, Department of Management Studies has a fully fledged Library that
holds knowledge resources predominantly related to Marketing, Human Resource, Finance,
Operations Resource, Information Technology, Economics and other allied subjects.

PROGRAMME OVERVIEW
